In the movie "Easy Rider"
the dialogue is meant to be profound and foreboding. In "Motorcycle Diaries" the dia-
logue is direct and real, like what you would expect from two close friends to engage
in when one or the other crashes the bike into a ditch or snowdrift or suggests a nefar-
ious way to steal dinner.
