Hagman, Jay Leno, Governors Tommy Thompson and Jesse Ventura.
The original stones were left at the Wall in Washington, D.C. for 21 days.  They then went
to the Repository and will be a feature of the upcoming Vietnam Veterans D.C. Wall
Education Center.  Various museums displaying the Art of the Motorcycle have showcased
these five, 180 # stones over the past 15 years.
There is a lot that can be done in expanding awareness and encouraging events at these sites.
